In principle, your watch can be
reconditioned within this period if used normally. (Replacement parts are those which are essential to maintaining the func-
tional integrity of the watch.)

(2) The number of years that a watch is considered repairable may vary greatly depending on the condition under which it was
used, and normal accuracy may not be achieved in some cases. We recommend, therefore. that you consult the retailer
from whom the watch was purchased, when having them repair your watch.

(3) The case, dial, hands, glass, bracelet. or parts thereof may be replaced with substitutes if the originals are not available
